· Why incorporate current events?

· Studying current events helps you understand the importance of people, events, and issues in the news; it stimulates students to explore and learn more about the news, and to pay attention to the news they see and hear outside of school.
· They will cover a wide range of subjects and they can connect to all areas of the curriculum. 

· Current Events builds language, vocabulary, reading comprehension, critical thinking, and problem solving.
· SUMMARY: In your own words, write a brief summary (6-8 sentences) of the article. Make sure that your summary always relates to the title of the article. If it does not relate to the title – it is NOT relevant and should not be part of the summary. Be sure to include all of the 5 W’s (who, what, where, when, and why).  

a. Who is involved in the event/action?

b. Where did it take place?

c. When did it take place?

d. What happened?

e. Why did it happen? 

This is to be in paragraph (essay) form.  Do NOT just answer the questions.  I should understand what your article is about just by reading your summary!
